We welcome and encourage groups of home schoolers to take a field trip to the Ali Center.  
Below are some tips for making your visit to the Ali Center a success. 
 
Scheduling Your Field Trip: 

 Reserve your date and time at least two weeks prior to your preferred visit date.   

 The best time to schedule a trip is during non-peak group visitation hours, such as 
early in the week or in the afternoons.  

 Try to ride together with other home school groups. 

 Make sure that the Ali Center staff member scheduling your visit knows that you are a 
home school group. 

 Please provide an estimate of the number of parents/chaperones and students in 
your group when you call to schedule your visit. 

 Babies in strollers are welcome. 
 
Preparing for Your Field Trip: 

 Discuss with your children what to bring with them on the trip.  Suggested materials 
include: 

o Pencil 
o Notebook 
o Worksheet (Ali Center curriculum is available in the Educational Resources 

section of our website, www.alicenter.org) 

 Explain to your children your expectations for the trip.  We ask that children: 
o Stay with chaperone 
o Be safe and courteous 
o Use the Ali Center as a learning environment 
o Have fun! 

 
After Your Visit: 

 Document your children’s educational experience at the Ali Center to use as a record 
of the child’s progress. 

 
Suggested Follow-up Activities: 

 Family/Group discussion about topics related to the Ali Center experience such as 
o The Center’s six core values 
o Your child/children’s hopes and dreams 

 Design a board game around the children’s experience and play it as a family. 

 Develop and create a brochure about your Ali Center visit to share with friends and 
family.
